How to Download and Print your Design Image Templates:

Open your email, you will find a Zip file.  Click on folder and it should automatically open files and place the individual files in your Download folder on your computer.

You need to have an image editing program to open a pdf file (Photoshop, Photoshop Elements, Microsoft Publisher, Illustrator, etc.)

Open the pdf file, select the paper you want to print your project on, enter 1 for quantity (this is a test print) and press Print.  Print at 100%, do not scale image, use Print Preview to see how your page will print, as this will save you teeth gashing and paper.

Every printer is different and may need slight adjustments in color contrast and saturation.  If necessary, please make those adjustments on your printer screen, make a test print before making multiple copies.

Printing is quick and easy!  If you need any additional help, please convo me and I will help you make your print project perfect.

Recommended Inkjet Printer Papers:

I usually use HP Bright White, Wausau Premium Cardstock Paper and Paper Source Pure White. 

· Flat note cards, Thank you cards and gift tags: 90lb weight paper 


· Envelope:  90lb weight paper. This is the perfect size for the flat note cards and Thank you cards.  Cut along the solid lines, fold and voila, a matching envelope. Or, purchase size A2 (5.75 x 4 3/8) envelopes in a complementary color. 


· Folded Note cards (5 x 7) and Calendars: 90lb or 110lb weight paper.  Purchase envelopes in your choice of colors to complement your folded note card.


· Letter Sheets: 20lb weight, 96 Brightness, 500-sheet pack.

After Printing:

Cut designs along the dotted lines with sharp scissors or a paper cutter.  I sometimes use an Exacto-knife and a straight edge steel ruler for extra precision when cutting.
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For the envelope template, cut along the solid black line with sharp scissors.  It’s pretty easy to assemble, just fold in the left and right edges, then the bottom flap up and the top flap down.  Use the blunt edge of a butter knife or an “ivory bonefolder” to rub along the envelope edges to help make the edges flatter.  You can add adhesive (double-edge tape) to the side edges of the envelope or just tie with a pretty ribbon for a closure.
